T2 Ultra light active bridle

Read this bit first

Bridal construction details to convert the original T2 bridal into an active bridal.

1. Start with the original bridle, no cutting is required so it can be put back to standard if required.

2. Undo all the knots that hold the Out-hall to the front leg, leaving the overhand knot at the end of the Out-hall leg.

3. Cut two new pieces of bridle line to construct the activator links. Make suitable allowances for the knots and adjustment when cutting.

4. Add the dims for 9-2 & 9-4 together for one piece of the activator and the other will be the dim for points 9-7.

5. In the longest piece of the activator tie an overhand knot at the ends and find the centre.

6. Now tie an overhand knot with a loop sticking out of the top of the knot. If one leg is pulled it should pull the loop out and undo the knot.

7. Take the shorter piece of line and put an overhand knot at both ends.

8. Put one end of the shorter piece through the loop in the longer piece and pull the knot in the long piece tight. It should pull right through the knot so it locks the other piece in place. The activator links should now be complete. By moving the stop knots at the end of each leg when they are joined to the main bridle, will enable the final length adjustments to be made.

9. Move the flying line connector up towards the nose of the kite out of the way.

10. Put the stop knot in the end of the Out-hall into the loop of an overhand knot in the In-hall line where the original flying line connector was.

11. Move the flying line connector back down so it is close to the knot that now joins the three bridal legs together.

12. Install the activator links using the overhand knot and loops in the main bridal lines.

13. Adjust the bridal to the correct lengths by putting overhand knots in the bridle legs between the connector knots and then tighten all knots ready for flying.

14. Repeat on the other side of the kite making sure you reverse the correct dimensions because the bridal legs will be in different places to the diagram.
15. To adjust the bridle for wind conditions move the flying line connector up or down.

16. This bridle can be transferred to the standard or Vented T2 by making all of the activator legs the same length.
